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 The book opens with a brief biographical note and some autobiographical 
comments originally intended to be introductory to a collection of Lundberg’s published 
papers. The other seven essays are divided into two parts: selections by William R. 
Catton, Jr., Franz Adler, and Harry Alpert provide assessments of Lundberg’s work and 
its impact upon sociology; selections by Paul Kurtz, Rollo Hand and E. C. Harwood, 
Alfred de Grazia, and Stuart Dodd and Stefan C. Christopher are on themes and issues 
which were of interests to Lundberg. One paper was previously read at a professional 
meeting; none has appeared in print else-where. The book presents both a historical 
record of Lundberg’s attempts to introduce scientific methodology into sociology, and 
some applications of that method to large-scale research problems.
