This document template is prepared for a Preface prepared on Letter (American standard) paper, which measures 21.59 x 27.94 cm (8.5 x 11.0 in). 
For text paragraphs, use the standard VIBS paragraphs, either indented or un-indented as illustrated by these two examples.
A preface is an element of a book’s front matter in which the author may discuss the purpose behind the format of the book, the type of research upon which it is based, its genesis, or underlying philosophy. 
If the acknowledgments are brief, they may be appended to the preface. If the acknowledgments are extensive, especially if several copyright permissions must be listed, use a separate section for the Ackonwledgments.
A preface need not be signed, since readers logically assume that an unsigned preface is written by the author whose name appears on the title page. In cases where some doubt about the Author’s identity may exist, place the signature flush right with one line of 10 pt. space between the text and the signature. If place and date are included with the signature, place this flush right on the line directly below the signature. 
If the acknowledgments are brief, please continue the Preface with them instead of using a separate section.
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
